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9-Hole League Information 

Who Can Play Any member of the Ladies Golf Association.  Members may participate in both the 18 and 9 
hole leagues.  18-hole players are encouraged to come back and play again with the 9-hole 
group.  (18 hole players cannot post ringer/putts twice, however they are eligible to win chip-
ins or prize money provided they have paid into the prize fund.) 
 

When Tuesday evening will remain the encouraged night to play.  However, for those unable to play 
that night, Monday will be available for play.  9-holers playing on Monday can post ringers, 
putts, birdies and play the weekly game.  Winners will be calculated after Tuesday play.  A 
player may play both evenings, however they can only post ringers, putts based on the day 
they pay into the weekly game fund.  No matter which day members play, the same 9 holes 
(back or front) must be played for the week.  Check with the pro-shop to verify which 9 holes 
are to be played. 
 

Tee Times A weekly sign-up sheet will be posted for players estimated time of arrival.  This will allow 
players to see when others will plan to arrive as well as aid in committing those who signed 
up. 

 

Formats Each week will have a different format of play.  The last Tuesday of the month will be set 
aside for Team Match Play. 
 

Team Match Play Players will be randomly paired to play a match against 2 other players.  Tee times will be 
assigned for this week only.  In the event of an odd number of players, one person will play 
match play against the course.  This game is only available for Tuesday evening.  The Pro Shop 
or a member of the golf committee will track the pairings so that duplications are minimized. 
Matches will be full handicap, 1 best ball of twosome. 
 

Point System The following point system will be established to encourage participation in the 9-hole league.   
1 pt every time you play (Mon or Tue but not both & you must have contributed to the 
weekly game fund), 3 pts for winning weekly game, 2 pts for coming in 2nd, 3 pts for winning 
the once a month team match play*, 1 pt if you lose the once a month match. ( In the event 
of a tie during the team play, each person will receive 2 pts).  A monetary award will be given 
at the end of the season to the player accumulating the most points. 
 

Ringers and Putts In the ladies locker room, there will be a board for posting ringers and putts.  Be sure to 
update your score each week. 
 

Birdie Tree All members should write their name and the hole they scored their natural birdie on in the 
Birdie Book. 
  

Fees $4 per week and $1 for optional chip-in pot 
Chip-in money rolls over if no chip-ins. 

Payout Weekly prizes - pro-shop credit on the following scale: 
     1-4 players – pays 1 place (100%) 
     5-8 players – pays 2 places (60/40%) 
9 or more players – pays 3 places (50/30/20%)

Standing Rules 

 

1. The standing rules may be amended anytime by a vote of majority of members present at a regular meeting. 
 

2. Dues shall be paid in full before participation in any event. 
 

3. Five 18 hole scores must be recorded for handicap. Maximum handicap shall be 43. 
 

4. Ringers, Birdies, and putt scores shall be posted on league play day only. 
 

5. Ringers are determined by flight and are the final total of the scores recorded. 
 

6. Ringers and putts will be paid out on a percentage basis depending on how many are in the group (18 hole & 9 
hole). 

 
7. A member may play in any league but will only be eligible for Ringer/Putt awards in one league. You must decide 

at the beginning of the season which league you want to participate in. You can only post/change your scores 
one time on league day. 

 
8. A member may win only one special award in the Ringer/Putt group. In the event one person qualifies for more 

than one prize of equal value, the ringer award shall be the top prize. 
 

9. You may participate in the league game no matter what time of the day you play, except on the last Tuesday of 
each month. On that day, you must play in the team game to be eligible for prizes. 

 
10. You must play out a hole during league play. You cannot pick up unless the game permits, such as “Throw out 
Worst Hole”. If you do not play out the hole, you are disqualified from the game and are not eligible for a prize. 
You can however, still post your actual scores. 

 
11. Guest/Invitational Day. Member/member teams may play when space allows but are not eligible for prizes.  

Member/member teams only pay for lunch and cart if they do not have a cart pass. 
 

12. Local rules and disputes shall be settled by the golf committee and our golf professional. 
 

13. Cards shall be sent in case of illness of a member. Flowers or a donation shall be sent in the event of a member’s 
death or that of a member’s immediate family. 

 
14. The Ladies Club shall present the ladies club member(s) scoring a hole in one at Dye’s Walk, an appropriate 

award. See Article II of by laws. 
 

15. Play USGA rules of golf. 
 

16. Post scores to establish handicap using Equitable Stroke Control procedure.
